In the Gospel readings in the last part of September and into October we hear 
Jesus’ welcome and hospitality. He even paused and gave time to little 
children, embracing them and raising them up as examples of people who are 
drawn in close to God’s reign. Of course it is our desire as a community of 
God’s people to extend such a welcome to all who are part of worship on any 
given Sunday. Certainly we extend such a welcome with our announcement at 
the beginning of worship and the invitation to gather at Christ’s table for a 
taste of grace and peace. And I know we have many who seek to engage new 
faces in conversation before and following worship. Welcome is one of the 
basic things we are about as children of God gathered in worship to praise 
and thank God for the grace that sustains us.  
 
I will be offering a class for three weeks in early October on Lutheranism 101. 
This class is for those who may be curious about our Lutheran faith and life 
and where we come from.  It is an introduction, not a deep emersion in 
church history, theology and Biblical Studies. It is also a time to bring your 
questions and insights.  
 
We’ll talk about grace and sacraments and Luther’s Small Catechism. We’ll 
talk about the Bible and connections with our worship and faith life. Come on 
the first three Wednesday evenings in October, from 7 to 8 and meet some of 
the people you worship with.  You may hear something new, or be affirmed in 
an aspect of your faith that you have long appreciated.  
 
I offer this class in part as preparation for people who come from a faith 
background other than Lutheran and who are interested in becoming 
members of Lord of the Valley. But not only such as these. We are planning to 
welcome new members on Sunday, October 21 during our worship service. 
Please let me know if you are interested, in becoming a member or parish 
partner and/or in participating in Lutheranism 101.  
 
 
 

Looking For a Way to Deepen Your Worship Experience?

message in context of their lives.  As you read the lessons, ask yourself:  Is there 
anything in the readings that relate to your life right now?

Down syndrome 
Down syndrome occurs when an individual has three copies of the 21st 

chromosome, rather than two.  This additional genetic material alters the course of 
development and causes the characteristics associated with Down syndrome. 

 
Down syndrome is the most commonly occurring chromosomal condition.  One in 

every 691 babies in the United States is born with Down syndrome.  There are more 
than 400,000 people living with Down syndrome in the United States.  Down 

syndrome occurs in people of all races and economic levels.  The incidence of births 
of children with Down syndrome increases with the age of the mother, but due to 

higher fertility rates in younger women, 80 percent of children with Down 
syndrome are born to women under 35 years.   

 
People with Down syndrome have an increased risk for certain medical conditions 

such as congenital heart defects, respiratory and hearing problems, Alzheimer’s 
disease, childhood leukemia, and thyroid conditions.  Many of these conditions are 

now treatable, so most people with Down syndrome lead healthy lives.  A few 
common physical traits of Down syndrome are low muscle tone, small stature, an 
upward slant to the eyes, and deep crease across the center palm.  Every person 

with Down syndrome is a unique individual and may possess these characteristics 
to different degrees, or not at all. 

 
Life expectancy for people with Down syndrome has increased drastically in recent 

decades from 23 in 1983 to 60 today.   
 

People with Down syndrome attend school, work, participate in decisions that affect 
them, and contribute to society in many ways.  All people with Down syndrome 
experience cognitive delays, but the effect is usually mild to moderate and is not 

indicative of the many strengths and talents that each individual possesses.  Quality 
educational programs, a stimulating home environment, good health care, and 

positive family, friends and the community enables people with Down syndrome to 
realize their life aspirations and lead fulfilling lives.
